TABLE MANNERS  
Lest we think that todayôs Gospel passage is a primer 

on how to host a dinner party, we need to remember 

that the image of the banquetðparticularly in Lukeôs 

Gospelðis a primary way Jesus illustrates the reign of 

God. Meals of all sorts, from the most commonplace 

to the most fes-tive banquet, were a social phenome-

non that his listeners understood. Being at table was 

an impor-tant means of communication for them. This 

is why Jesus got in so much trouble for dining with 

sinners: his critics wouldnôt dine with them, believ-ing 

they would never dine at the banquet set by God Al-

mighty. Today we still are uncomfortable being at a 

meal table with those we do not like or of whom we 

do not approve. So Jesus used table images to upend 

many of the expectations about order and place cards 

that were common in his day. Such is the upended ta-

ble he describes today, where the puffed-up guest gets 

deflated, where the guest who is seated quietly at the 

foot of the table is brought to the place of honor by 

none other than the host himself.  

 

EARTHLY TABLES, HEAVENLY TABLES  
To get ready for the upending weôll experience at the 

heavenly banquet, Jesus tells us to use the ta-bles of 

our daily living. We ought not invite those we know 

or are related to; they may repay us and therefore we 

will not actually have extended any hospitality at all. 

Rather, look to those who cannot repay the hospitality. 

Issue the invitation to anyone who does not have the 

means to return one; bring all who are not able to get 

to the table by them-selves. Be their nourishment, be 

their strength. Then you will join the feasting of the 

resurrection of the righteous. And what a gathering the 

Letter to the Hebrews describes! Infinite angels par-

taking in the festivities of the heavenly Jerusalem, all 

who have become the firstborn to heaven in Christ 

their first fruit assembled there, all the rejoicing spirits 

of the just ones, now made perfect, joined with Je-sus. 

Then our joy will not be in the feasting or our particu-

lar place at the table, but in our oneness in the cove-

nant of eternal life won for us by the blood of Christ.

first celebrated in the 

Eastern Church beginning in the fifth century as a 

Christian tradition. The event is traced back to an 

apocryphal (uncanonical) source called the Book Of 

James. Of course no one knows for certain the actual 

date that the Blessed Virgin was born. The main rea-

son the Church has chosen this date to celebrate her 

birthday is because it is exactly nine months after we 

celebrate the Immaculate Conception of Mary on De-

cember 8. It is not a Holy Day of obligation, but it is 

a special day for those who have a deep devotion to 

Mary. She is the mother of Jesus after all. 

There are many ways that people celebrate her birth-

day. First of all, making a point to attend the Holy 

Sacrifice of the Mass that day is pleasing to Mary. 

Some people will decorate a statue of Mary with nice 

flowers, especially if you have some in your yard. 

Another way to celebrate is by having an actual 

birthday party with family and friends who also have 

a deep devotion to Jesusô mother. Even having a an-

gel food birthday cake decorated with blue icing is 

not inappropriate. Instead of singing ñHappy Birth-

dayò sing one of your favorite Marian hymns like 

ñRegina Coeliñ. Then possibly pray a Rosary togeth-

er. Some Catholics might also have other family tra-

ditions surrounding this day. 

Keep in mind that one of the wonderful aspects of 

being a Catholic Christian are the traditions and holi-

days we celebrate to make life more spiritual and 

meaningful.
