This booklet has been designed to help you understand the
church’s teaching on funerals and vigils, in the event you are
called to plan afuneral for aloved one. Wewill scheduleatime
to meet with you individually and go over everything in the
planning process. You are not expected to plan the funeral
alone.

From the early history of the Catholic Church, the reverence
given to the body of the beloved deceased, reflects our hopein
resurrection. We believe that in death, life is not ended, but
merely changed and our prayers continue for those who walked
with uson our pilgrimage on earth.

When afamily member or friend becomes seriously ill, please
notify the parish office, as soon as possible, at 633-2132. Itis
important that the Sacrament of Anointing be availableto the
sick person. All sacraments are for the living and are to be
administered when one has the capacity to receive the
strength and blessings they offer.

Thetimeimmediately following death is often one of shock
and bewilderment for those who were close to the deceased.
The prayers of the Church help those who mourn express their
grief, aswell asfind consolation through faith in Christ. Inthe
face of death, the Church confidently proclaims that God has
created each person for eternal life, and that Christ, by His
death and resurrection, has broken the chains of sin and death
that bound humanity.

After the death of a Christian, whose life began in the waters
of Baptism and strengthened at the Eucharistic table, the
Church celebrates the funeral rites. Enclosed in thisbooklet is
aliturgy planning checklist (along with suggested readings,
music, etc) for theimmediate family to consider and returnto
the parish.



Pages 10-12 contain detailed instructions regarding the
checklist’scompletion.

Through these funeral rites, the Church:

1 Prays and intercedes on behalf of the deceased;

2 Offersworship and thanksgiving to God for the gift of a
life which has now been returned to God, the author of

life and hope of the just;

3 Consol es the mourning and sorrow with the Word of
God and the Holy Eucharist;

4, Commendsthe dead to God's merciful love; and

5 Recognizes the spiritual bond that still exists between

the living and the dead, until that day when all the  faithful
will be united and death will be no more.

The death and burial of Christians has always had a deeply religious
and spiritual meaning. Inspired by the description of the burial and
resurrection of the Lord in the Gospels, the early Church buried its
dead with proper care, reverence, and prayer. With faithinthe Risen
Savior, the Christian community honored the body of the dead and
took part in the prayers and Mass offered for the deceased member.

The Mass, the memorial of Christ'sdeath and resurrection, isthe
principal celebration of the Christian funeral.

Funeral Arrangements:

The pastoral minister(s) of the parish must be consulted before any
liturgical arrangements are made with the funeral director. This
provides the opportunity to have a clear understanding of the meaning
and significance of therites, aswell asfor family membersto
participate in the rites themsel ves.



The arrangements will then need to be confirmed with the
funeral director. In making advanced arrangementsfor the
type of funeral one would like to have, this same order of
procedureisto be followed.

FUNERAL RITESOF THE CHURCH

i Vigil Service:

At the Vigil Service, usually conducted in the funeral home or
at the Church on the eve of the Funeral Mass, the faithful
keep watch with the family in prayer to the God of mercy and
find strength in Christ’s presence. The Vigil isa Scripture or
Evening Prayer Service. The Rosary, or part of the Rosary,
may be prayed as well, but not as areplacement of/for the
Vigil. Thisserviceis often thefirst gathering of the faithful
and friends with the family, and some, who cannot attend the
Funeral Mass because of work or other reasons, will attend.
Prepared (written) eulogies of the deceased are to be done
during this service.

2 Funeral Mass:

The tradition of the Church has always been the celebration of
the Masswith thebody present. Christiansrespect and honor
the body of the dead, which in Baptism, becomes the Temple
of the Holy Spirit. The Funeral Massincludes: the reception
of the body; the Liturgy of the Word; the Liturgy of the
Eucharist; and the Final Commendation and Farewell. Weare
reminded of Christ’s Own words, “Whoever eats my flesh and
drinks my blood shall live forever.” (John 6:55) Note, if
thereisno scheduled Vigil, prepared eul ogies (written) areto
be delivered before (not during) the Funeral Mass.



1. Riteof Committal:

For the final disposition of the body, it is the ancient Christian custom
to bury or entomb the bodies of the dead in a cemetery, which means a
“resting place.” The Rite of Committal isthe conclusion of the Funeral
Rites and may be celebrated beside the open grave or place of
internment. The faithful express the hope that with all those who have
gone before us marked with the sign of faith, the deceased awaits the
glory of the resurrection and passes into the welcoming company of
those who see God face-to-face.

Cremation:

Because of the sacred tradition of awaiting the resurrection of the

body, the Church does not encourage, but allows cremation. Cremation
is not to be viewed asthe norm. If cremation is chosen, the Funeral
Mass with the body present is to precede cremation. However, when
circumstances prevent the presence of the body at the Funera Liturgy,
it is appropriate that the urn containing the cremated remains of the
body be present for the Funeral Rites, including the Vigil for the
Deceased; the Funeral Liturgy; and the Rite of Committal. The Funeral
Liturgy should always be celebrated in achurch. The cremated remains
of the body are to be reverently buried or entombed in a cemetery or
columbarian in atimely manner, rather than scattered.



As Catholics, we believe in the communion of saints and the
resurrection of the dead. We pray for the dead, and we pray to be
prepared for death, whenever it comes. Like S. Francis of Assisi, may
we befriend death, little-by-little. Let us meditate on this hymn based
on hiswritings:

And you, most kind and gentle death,
waiting to hush our final breath,

you lead to heaven the child of God,
where Christ our Lord the way hastrod.




Helpful Hintsregardinga“ Eulogy”

By definition, a “ eulogy” isa favorable and positive speech or written
tribute, especially praising someone who has died and is being
remembered—most notably during the Funeral Vigil within the
Catholic Church.

A eulogy isa piece of written work (generally 3-5 minutesin duration)
from someone, who is acknowledging a loved one who has passed
away and remembering them in a special way. Eulogies provide
information (sometimesrecalling funny timesor incidentsin their life)
about a deceased person (including personal quotes and stories), but
most of all about thelovethat thereader had and continuesto havefor
that person.

Thereis no one, single way of writing a eulogy. Generally speaking,
the eulogist must make sure that the eulogy is clear and
under standable—after all, you want the assembly to understand and
remember what you are saying. “l| remember when” and “l can
remember” are commonly used in eulogies.

Some important guidelines are: (a) in your eulogy, you should always
acknowledge the person you are writing about in a positive manner; (b)
pay your final respects and tribute to this person in aloving manner; (c)
eulogies are best written out and help the reader to maintain a clear
message and line of thought.

When writing the eulogy, provide the necessary details and elements,
but when you' re reading your eulogy, “talk” to the assembly as though
you weretalking to afriend. Get the audience involved in what you are
telling them—make them laugh, make them cry, make them happy to be
part of thisfinal tribute to this person. Make your eulogy memorable

Generally, during the visitation portion of thevigil, calming and
prayerful meditation music can be played. If you desireto
provide and play aparticular CD or number of selection(s), that
were special or significant for your departed loved one, please
specify; otherwise the parish hasits own CD of appropriate
musical selections for such occasions.

Isthereafamily member or friend who would liketo proclaim the
first scriptural passage? If so, pleasetell uswho it will be.

The Catholic ChurchinitsRite/Order of Christian Funerals,
specifiesthat the appropriate liturgical celebration in which
eulogies can be presented isduring the Vigil. If thereare
members of the family and/or friends who wish to offer eulogies,
please let us know their names. Additionally, please refer to page
#9 for helpful hints regarding eulogies.

During the Vigil Service, there arethreetimesin which songsare
typically sung. Pleaserefer to page #65-66 for a suggested list of
appropriate music selections. Note, unless you have already
selected liturgical musician(s)/vocalist(s), the parish hasits own
musician(s)/vocalist(s) who can assist your needs.

Funeral/Memorial Mass: Thefirst five or so questions are self-
explanatory. Thefuneral date and timeisgenerally determined by
coordination between the Church and the funeral home.

If you desire the parish priest or deacon to preside, please note that in
the“Presider’s?’ block. If you desire the same member of the clergy to
be preside at the burial/inurnment, please specify thisin the
appropriate section(s).

Immediately following thefuneral Mass and beforethe burial or
inernment, the parish community can provide areception meal at the
church (at no charge), if you desire. Please advise us of approximately
how many people you believe will attend the reception so we can plan
accordingly.

In the Liturgy of the Word portion of the Mass, there will be two
scriptural readings. Aretherefamily membersor friendswho would like
to proclaim these scriptural passages? If so, please tell uswho they
will be.

The Catholic Churchinits Rite/Order of Christian Funerals, specifies
that the appropriate liturgical celebration inwhich eulogies can be
presented isduring the Vigil. If thereisno Vigil however, at Holy
Trinity Catholic Church, provisions can be made to present these
eulogies approximately 10-15 minutes beforethe Mass. If thereare
members of the family and/or friends who wish to offer eulogies, please
let usknow their names. Additionally, please refer to page#9 for
helpful hints regarding eulogies.

So they took Jesus and, carrying the cross himself, he went out to what is called
the Place of the Skull, in Hebrew, Golgotha. Therethey crucified him, and with
him two others, one on either side, with Jesusin the middle. Standing by the
cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s sister, Mary, the wife of Clopas,
and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he
loved, he said to his mother, “Woman, behold your son.” Then he said to the
disciple, “Behold, your mother.” And from that hour, the disciple took her into
hishome. After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order that the
Scripture might befulfilled, Jesus said, “1 thirst.” Therewasavessel filled with
common wine. So they put a sponge soaked in wine on a sprig of hyssop and
put it up to his mouth. When Jesus had taken the wine, he said, “It is finished.”
And bowing his head, he handed over the Spirit. Now since it was preparation
day, in order that the bodies might not remain on the cross on the Sabbath, for
the Sabbath day of that week was a solemn one, the Jews asked Pilate that their
legs be broken and they be taken down. So the soldiers came and broke the
legs of the first and then of the other who were crucified with Jesus. But when
they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead, they did not break his
legs, but one soldier thrust hislance into his side, and immediately Blood and
water flowed out. An eyewitness has testified and his testimony is true; he
knows that he is speaking the truth, so that you also may come to believe. For
this happened so that the Scripture passage might be fulfilled: “Not a bone of it
will be broken.” And again, another passage says: “They will look upon him
whom they have pierced.” After this, Joseph of Arimathea, secretly adisciple of
Jesus for fear of the Jews, asked Pilate if he could remove the Body of Jesus.
And Pilate permitted it. So he came and took his Body. Nicodemus, the one
who had first cometo him at night, also came bringing amixture of myrrh and
aloes weighing about one hundred pounds.
